








Cheshire Home, Through the Years...

In October of 1981, when Cheshire Home opened its doors, the landscape of disability
services for young people was immediately revolutionized. Older teens and young
adults who sustained spinal cord injuries, or who suffered from long-term debilitating
medical conditions, no longer needed to be discharged from hospitals to geriatric
nursing homes. They now had a home of their own, one which was comprised of thirty-
five (35) peers, and which would offer the support of a caring, professional staff, and the
companionship of new-found friends.

From its inception Cheshire Home grew in its scope of services. Five years after
opening, it established the first of two community-based homes, Cheshire Il in
Parsippany, which celebrated its twenty-fifth anniversary this year. In 2003, the second
community home, Cheshire III, was opened in Florham Park.

Along the years a motto was established, that flourishes to this day: “ABLE, not IDLE.”

Cheshire Home's residents exemplify this motto, in every sense and spirit of its
message. Each day brings with it new achievements, as residents attend and graduate
from college, secure employment, and transition to independent living.
